Funding Exclusions
The Hoffman Foundation does not accept funding submissions from the following applicants:

· Private schools; 

· 'For-profit' bodies; 

· Government bodies 

· Sports clubs; 

· Political parties or their candidates; 
· Religious organisations; and

· Organisations based outside Australia.
Furthermore, the Foundation does not make grants for the following activities:

· Personal living, education, medical or travel expenses; 

· Equipment for personal use; 

· Conferences; 

· Commercial film making; 

· Loans; 

· Retrospective funding; 

· Commercial activities; 

· Private scholarships and bursaries;

· Professional development for teachers;
· Public appeals and fundraising strategies;
· Administration costs;

· Capital works; and
· Conferences.
